Parents,

We want to provide the healthiest environment possible for your child. When your child is sick they are much more comfortable at home.
Should your child become sick during the school day parents will be notified by the School Health Coordinator or staff personnel. Your child should be picked up as soon as possible.

Your child must be symptom free for 24 hours without medication(s) before returning to the classroom after experiencing any of the following:

Fever                           Communicable disease                     Excessive coughing

Vomiting                      Questionable rash                             Non-clear discharge

Diarrhea                      Discharge from eyes                          Common cold

Skin infections
Should your child have allergies and symptoms that appear as a cold but not contagious please inform your child’s teacher, the school office or Health Office.

Infectious Diseases:

· Diarrhea and Hepatitis A are spread primarily by the fecal-oral route, meaning there is a higher

spread among younger children.
· Infections such as serious forms of meningitis, influenza, chicken pox and most respiratory infections are spread by contact with respiratory secretions.

· Infections such as impetigo, scabies, lice and ringworm are spread by person-to-person contact.

· Fever blisters (Herpes) are spread by contact with saliva.

· Hepatitis B and AIDS are spread only by contact with blood (transfusion, needles, through the birth process) and intimate contact.

· MRSA is transmitted via by hands, skin drainage, or secretions form the nose of a person who is infected or colonized.
Knowledge by the School Health Coordinator and Principle of the HIV virus or AIDS disease in a child will be kept confidential and handled in an advisory manner with respect to on-going care of any child with the HIV virus or the AIDS disease to:

                      -review the case and the involved classroom

                      -make recommendations for additional precautions or staffing requirements.
Medications that your child may need to take during the school day must go through the health office. Teachers will not dispense any medication(s) to students unless special arrangements have been made. Student’s are not allowed to self medicate with the exception of those with asthma or who take pancreatic enzyme tablets. PLEASE make sure the school is aware of these medical conditions. It is the parent’s responsibility to keep the school informed of any health changes with their child. Whitefield Academy will not be held liable for any underlying health conditions due to negligence of the parent(s).
